2. Read verses 33-35. When the two men returned to Jerusalem, what good news did they hear, and what good information did they share?

3. Read verses 36-39. How did the Risen Christ approach the disciples? Why were the disciples frightened? How did Jesus try to calm and reassure the disciples? (38) What evidence did Jesus give to prove he was not a ghost? (39) 

4. Read verses 40-43. How did the disciples’ actions reveal their understanding of what Jesus had told them earlier about his death and resurrection? (41) What was significant about Jesus’ eating a piece of fish? (43) 

5. Read verses 44-47. How were the disciples finally able to understand the prophecies about Christ in Scripture? (44-46) What did Jesus explain would be the result of his resurrection? (47) Why does the world need to hear the gospel of repentance and forgiveness? 

6. Read verses 48-49. What instructions did Jesus give to his disciples? (48) How would he equip them for their task? What does this mean to us? 

7. Read verses 50-53. Where did Jesus lead his disciples, and what did Jesus do for them? What happened while Jesus was blessing his disciples? (51) Why were the disciples so joyful? What did Jesus’ followers do after he left them? (52-53)
