2. Read verses 63-65. How did the guards treat Jesus? How might this unnerve most people?

3. Read verses 66-71. When did the events of this story take place? (66) Who interrogated Jesus? How did Jesus respond to the question about his identity? (67-70) What then is their charge against him? 

4. Read 23:1-3. Where was Jesus taken? (1) Of what was Jesus accused of? How did Jesus respond to Pilate’s question about his identity? (3) 

5. Read 4-12. Of what did Pilate find Jesus guilty? (4) For what reason did Pilate send Jesus to Herod? (5-7) How was Jesus treated throughout his trial? (5, 9-12) Why was Herod pleased to see Jesus? (8-9)  

6. Read verses 13-21. How did Pilate explain what he decided to do with Jesus? How did the crowd respond to Pilate’s ruling? (18) What did the crowd’s demand to release Barabas and crucify Jesus reveal fallen humanity? (20-21)

7. Read verses 22-25. In what way did prevalent pressure influence Pilate’s decision? What finally happened to Jesus after his trial? (25) What does Jesus’ trial have to do with us? (Isa. 53:3; 2 Cor. 5:21)
