4. Read verses 16-18. Whom did Jesus call to be his followers? (16, 19) How did Jesus get people to follow him? What does Jesus’ command “Come, and follow me!” sum up the essence of discipleship? 

5. What did Jesus mean “to fish for people.” How did Simon and Andrew respond to Jesus’ call? (18) 

6. Read verses 19-20. What sacrifice did James and John make to follow Jesus? How can you obey Christ’s commands more faithfully? What prevents you from following Christ wholeheartedly?

7. What specific attitude or action should you give up how as an act of following Christ?
